Lately, there have been a lot of inquiries for us to substitute our product for Arriscraft and/or Prairie Stone. The reasons are easy to understand. We produce a 6,500 psi, dry tamped stone that very closely resembles natural cut limestone that lasts for generations. In fact, unless you work in this industry, you’ll be hard pressed to tell the difference. It tests less than 6% water absorption, which means you, can use it at grade and it has excellent freeze/thaw capabilities. 

There are an unlimited number of configurations available and we produce custom details on a daily basis. But I think the real reason is economics. Many times, buildings are designed with modular block systems such as Arriscraft or Prairie Stone, but the trim details have to be produced by someone like us. In order for that to work, someone has to color match the other supplier, thus adding unnecessary costs to the job. 

There seems to be a perception that modular Cast Stone costs more than modular block. However, this is not the case. By the time you look at the whole picture, our combined pricing will win out in the long run and the client receives a superior product, especially in truckload quantities. The bottom line is we have been very successful at delivering a superior product at a very competitive price. It’s the care in craftsmanship that makes the difference and that’s where we excel.
