Surrounds Legend

Although there is no exact
record of the origins of the
word "Window", the vivid
metaphor is related to the
0ld Norse word "Vindauga''.

The compound of two words:
vindr, "wind," and auga,
"eye," vindauga reflected the
fact that windows were simply
openings and contained no
glass at that point in history.

Though the definition of the
word "Window" has changed
since those historic days, the
fact that 2 window is simply
an opening remains.

Cast stone is a dramatic addition to any
home. Aesthetic balance, attention to detail and
the superior quality of our craftsmen make Stone
Legends the first choice in cast stone opening
surrounds.

Variations within this chapter are endless, from
surrounds using one profile shape, to complex designs
achieved by stacking and fitting several shapes and
sizestogether.

What style do you prefer? You can choose
from among our standard surrounds, select from
a family grouping of shapes or take the easy way
outand have our designers develop something
special for your project.

Designing Your Surround

Several design aspects must be addressed
before you can finalize shapes and sizes for the
surround units and options you have chosen.

Exterior Materials

The main face material chosen for your home
affects many aspects of surround design. Brick
and stone are typically 3%s" deep, while Stucco and
Dryvit systems are typically 1'/>" deep. This
information is critical to choosing the overall depth
(z) and setting bed (zz) dimensions of your
surround. The depth (z) of your cast stone
surround profile should be equal to or greater than
the thickness of the main face material (Or, in the
case of most sills, the “zz” depth). For interior
applications, follow the same rules as for Stucco.

Masonry Opening Size

Typically, '/+" is added to the window or door
unit size on all four sides to determine the
masonry opening size. In some instances more
room is allowed at the header if you are
incorporating a steel lintel for support. You, the
customer, are solely responsible for the Opening
Size and must provide this information to Stone
Legends prior to or during the shop drawing
phase.

Surround Units Step by Step

First: pick one or more standard shapes for
your surrounds. The following pages illustrate the
basic unit shapes of window and door surrounds.
You don’t have to maintain just one shape, several
can be combined attractively.

Typically, window surrounds include a sill or a
picture frame bottom and surround all four sides
of the opening. Door and arch opening surrounds
usually outline only the two sides and top.

Second: Choose a profile to use for your
surrounds. The profile is the etched portion of the
stone that adds visual depth.

Z = Depth of the profile.

ZZ = Setting bed to match up with
other profiles or building material.

P = Secondsetting bed.

Third: Have you already chosen your
window manufacturer? Will they be wood or
aluminum? For budget purposes, we need only
know the basic window size. Final dimensions
will not be needed until we have been contracted
and then begin producing shop drawings.

Fourth: Surrounds are priced by the total
number of linear feet of cast stone required,
based on the cost factor/linear foot for the profile
chosen.

Other factors affecting the price include: unit
shape, size of the openings, and any custom
options chosen. Once we know your opening
sizes (X &Y), we can take it from there. All unit
shapes, except the Square Top will require
special tooling for radii and arcs.

Onetime set up fees for each different
surround will be included in our estimates. Many
of the options must also be priced by size and
shape.

Customizing to your taste

Customizing the standard unit shapes is easy.
Add a crown, an ear, or a panel to a window or
door. The variations are endless and our wide
variety of tooling makes customizing affordable.

First: Select from our list of modifiers or
send us a photo of something special you want to
incorporate into your design.

Second: Choose the profile (style) for your
Options.

Third: Some items such as keystones,
brackets, and ears are priced on an each basis.
Crowns, sills, picture frames, and dividers are
priced by the linear foot. For radii and special
angles, onetime set up charges are added for
each dimensional change. Speciallegs, plinth
blocks, panels and ornamentation must be priced
separately according to size and shape.

Brackets

Any of our profile shapes can be made
into brackets by blocking to the desired
length and are priced on an each basis.

At right is our Bolson sill with
Ogee brackets.

The circular window below has been given
a square top look with a surround and a
crown. Note the custom circle top filler
panel within the square frame.

Crowns l‘. /

Crowns sit atop the horizontal member or header of a surround. They are generally
wider than the main profile and coped back into the facade. Crowns are often combined
with other options for truly stunning doors and windows.

This window combines recessed panels
with an oversized keystone and a crown.

Occasionally, the vertical members of the
surround (legs) are different from the
main header (top) profile. Often, the
chosen profile is a column pilaster, as in
the circle top window at left. If other than

a pilaster, the transition should be made
by incorporating a plinth block.

Ears

Ears make a graceful transition between a wider
profile at the top of a surround and a narrower leg of
the same profile shape. We use a specialized piece
for ears.

Instructions

The Legend Heritage Surround collection is based on our 5 most
popular profile shapes. Working hard to simplify a sometimes
complicated process, we have developed this system to aid the
professional and the non-professional in the specification of cast
stone surrounds.

Step 1:

Select from the Profile Shapes, below, to determine the primary
profile for your basic surround. Two versions of the profiles have
been provided in order to work with either brick applications or
stucco applications.

Step 2:

Using the Unit Tables on pages 146 - 150, select the basic surround
based on the Profile selected, the Basic Opening Shape, and the
Opening Size.

Step 3:

Begin modifying the basic surround, pages 151 - 153. Working from

the bottom of the surround to the top, Determine the required
Profiles and Sizes for each desired modification.

The Worksheet

The worksheet is designed to be used for a single opening surround
installation. It is recommended to make a copy of the worksheet for
each surround in your project. This will help to accurately verify the
number of surrounds required.

As each surround could have a different configuration, each copy of
the worksheet should be filled in individually in order to convey the
information to the estimator.

Once all worksheets are completed, fax all of the sheets to your
Stone Legends estimator. You will receive a full cost estimate
including shipping to your project sight.

Sills

Cast stone sills add definition, beauty and
utility to any window. They can be used alone or
with a surround. Any unit shape, except full
circles, can include a sill. Typically, sills are wider
ateach end than the surround (or window opening
if used alone), and slanted to shed water. The
ends are coped (corners) to turn back into the
structure, see photo below.

The zz dimension (except z for Chamber and
Wedge sills) must work with the main face
material, just like the surround. And, the p
dimension must be deep enough to support the
depth (z) of the surround profile chosen.

Sill Treatments

Sizing Sills and Lugs

The main face material chosen for your home
affects many aspects of sill design. Brick and
stone are typically 3%s" deep, while Stucco and
Dryvit systems are typically 1'/>" deep. This
information is critical to choosing the overall
depth (z) and setting bed (zz) dimensions of your
window sill.

In most cases, the depth (zz) of your cast
stone sill profile should be equal to or greater than
the thickness of the main face material. When
used with a full surround, the sill (p) dimension
must be deep enough to support the depth (z) of
the surround profile chosen.

Some of our sills require cast-in lugs to
support the legs of the surround . A lug gives the
look of a plinth block, and still allows the sill to
slope. A onetime set up fee is required to size the

Plinth Blocks

May be used is several different ways. Two
examples are shown right. Plinth blocks are
equal to or wider than the x dimension of the
profile. The height (y) can be as desired. Depth
(z) must be equal to or greater than that of the
surround profile. Usually, plinths are plain
(flatface), but can be designed with recesses,
ornaments, slopes, stars, etc., to meet your
preferences.

Panels

Can be sized two ways:

1. When used within a surround, adjacent to
the window, a panel must have the same zz
dimension as the surround profile. (Similar to the
horizontal and vertical dividers.)

2. When used outside of the surround profile,
the z dimension of the panel cannot be less than
the zz of the surround profile. Shape as desired
to make your own custom window surround.

Crowns

Crowns sit atop surround headers, so the
zz dimension of the crown must be greater than
or equal to the z dimension of the surround
profile. For most crowns, you will want the
profile to turn to the face of the building, or be
coped. See the Generic Parts List for more
information on Copes.

Unit drawings and attachments

Below is an example of cutaway section and
suggested attachment drawing. Our doors and
windows are beautiful to look at and easy to
install because we do so much of the work for
both you and the stone mason prior to material
arriving on site. Once a contract is signed, we
provide shop drawings that indicate piece lengths,
joint sizes, identification marks for the stones,
and other pertinent information. We also predrill
assembly holes as much as possible. Corners
and turns are cast-in to eliminate field mitering.
Pieces are produced to '/;" tolerance, and arrive
ready to install with minimal field cutting required.
Copies of finished drawings go out with every
completed order to ease installation. This level of
detail is necessary to successfully complete each
and every job.

Please note that these are suggested
installation details only. All attachments, steel
sizes, gauge thickness and anchor sizes should
be calculated by a structural engineer. Stone
Legends is not liable for installation of any kind.
